Community funds are permanently endowed to allow Inland Northwest Community Foundation (INWCF) the flexibility and discretion
to meet critical needs and compelling opportunities in our region. Donors who establish community funds, or make a gift to an
existing community fund, entrust INWCF to award grants to applicants who apply to the Foundation’s competitive grants programs.
This type of unrestricted fund can be established with as little as $5,000 payable with gifts of $1,000 each year for five years. Many
families use this approach to teach their children how a charitable investment can provide benefits for generations to come.

Donor-Advised Endowed Funds

Similar to community funds, donor-advised endowments are permanent funds that allow donors to contribute assets at their
convenience. With donor-advised endowments, the donor identifies one or more advisors, such as children or grandchildren, who
recommend grants to support the issues and needs they care about most. Fund founders can also identify a specific area of interest
for their fund. Donor-advised endowments are a wonderful way to nurture the spirit of charitable giving in younger generations and
carry on a family tradition. Donor-advised endowments are a flexible, personalized way to support charitable activities in the Inland
Northwest, elsewhere in the United States, or virtually anywhere in the world. A gift of $10,000 or more can establish a
donor-advised endowment. This type of donor-advised fund can be built with as little as $1,000 each year for 10 years.

Charitable Remainder Trusts

Giving through a charitable remainder trust allows donors to receive tax benefits for their charitable gifts as well as
income for the rest of their lives (or a set number of years) and use the trust ““remainder” to establish a fund at Inland
Northwest Community Foundation to benefit charity. This life income plan is carried out by transferring cash, stock,
real estate or other assets into a trust and identifying a trustee, such as INWCF, to manage the trust assets and make
payments to the donor. Using appreciated assets can reduce capital gains taxes.

When Dale Wilson and Alice
Showalter married and began
farming in Mondovi, Washington,
they likely never imagined the
legacy of scholarships they would
one day create. Without children
of their own, they established
numerous scholarships to benefit
area youth. One scholarship was
created to specifically support those
living in the Mondovi farming
community and gives preference
to the descendants of those who
worked on their farm. Named
the Dale Wilson/Mondovi Grange
Scholarship Fund in 1982, it was the
first scholarship fund established at
the community foundation.

In 2009, a final contribution from
Dale Wilson’s Trust brought the
fund to more than $600,000. The
Wilson/Mondovi Scholarship Fund
awards scholarships to students
who reside in Lincoln County and
western Spokane County.

To distinguish this scholarship
from other Dale Wilson
scholarships and to recognize
that the Wilson’s farm included
land that had been in his
wife Alice Showalter’s family
for generations, this year the
committee recommended a new
name: the Dale and Alice Wilson
Mondovi Grange Scholarship.

Since that first scholarship
fund was created, INWCF has
added 25 scholarship funds and
14 other funds that provide
support for students seeking
higher education. Together, those
funds awarded nearly $300,000
in fiscal year 2009 to students
across the region.
