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COMMUNITY FOUNDATION ANNOUNCES SCHOLARSHIP WINNERS

SPOKANE - Inland Northwest Community Foundation recently awarded 141 scholarships and 3
teacher awards totaling nearly $203,000 to area students and teachers for the 2008-2009 school year. The
Foundation awarded scholarships to students in 43 Washington and Idaho schools and to students in seven
schools out of the area. Three awards were made to teachers in East Valley School District. Each
recipient’s school is listed, along with the name and amount of the scholarship. Currently, there are 36
funds at the community foundation that provide scholarships.
